What does the selection test entail?
The selection test is designed to assess students' problem-solving abilities, and a solid
understanding of standard middle school course work is sufficient. No specialized
knowledge beyond the NCERT curriculum is required. It will entail 15 objective
questions.  There will be no need for calculators and there will be no negative marking.

If a participant misses a session, they can catch up by reviewing the materials provided
and reaching out to the instructors for any assistance needed.
